The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for clarifications and/or integrations on the aforesaid table.  

Financial and economic capacity criterion


Any tenderer must have a reliable financial and economic situation clearly resulting from point 3 of the Tender Form. The main criteria will be the annual turnover which must be equivalent to or exceeding the value of the present contract over the period 2007–2009 (or the period 2006-2008 in case information pertaining to the year 2009 is not yet fully available).
