2) Technical and professional capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. items 4 and 5 of the Tender Form
for a Supply Contract)

a) The invited tenderer must have successfully completed, during the period of 2007-2009 (in case
no information from 2009 might be available please submit information from 2006) at least 1
(one) similar project whose nature and complexity are comparable to the concerned by the
tender. The table under point 6 of the Tender Submission Form, if duly filled in, will be accepted
as a satisfactory proof for the purposes of eligibility. The Contracting Authority reserves the right
to ask for clarifications and/or integrations on such a table

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities
of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them.
