TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation in tendering is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers. No restriction on the origin.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers < may/may not > submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required for this tender.
12. Performance guarantee

No performance guarantee is required for this tender. 
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

Tenderer must visit and inspect all the location sites of the works and its surroundings for the purpose of assessing, at their own responsibility, expense and risk, factors necessary for the preparation of its tender and the signing of the contract for the works. Participation to site visits is obligatory. For each completed site visit, one site visit certificate will be issued by the EUMM Georgia. 

For the LOT 1 site visit certificates for Gori and Zugdidi must be submitted in original in the Tender documents.

For the LOT 2 site visit certificate for Mtskheta must be submitted in original in the Tender documents.

For Lot 1 - The maximum duration of the contract for elaboration of designs and implementation of works shall be 120 calendar days.
For Lot 2 - The maximum duration of the contract for elaboration of designs and implementation of works shall be 60 calendar days.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
16.1 Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

The average
 annual turnover which must be equal or exceed EURO 120,000.00 over the period 2011–2012-2013.

16.2 Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

16.2.1 Experience:
a)
The contractor must be operational in IT networking field for minimum 3 years from the day of submission deadline of this tender.
b)
The contractor must have completed at least two projects in the field of ICT cabling with Category 5e (or higher) products each of an amount equal or greater than EURO 40,000.00 during the last three-years (2011, 2012 and 2013). The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of the respective certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.

Personnel: 

The tenderer should have at least 8 permanent staff in IT networking field as non-key personnel.


16.2.3
Qualification of key personnel
a)
Project Manager:
- shall have at least five (5) years of relevant professional experience in IT installations sector.

- shall have completed at least one (1) IT installations project as a project manager 

b)
Site Manager – cabling technician:

- shall have at least three (3) years of relevant professional experience in IT installations sector.

Note: in order to assess the Selection criteria the Contracting Authority will deem valid the statements included in Volume 1 Section 4. The Contracting Authority might ask at his own discretion evidence of selection criteria prior to award the contract,

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacity of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tenderer relies mostly on the capacity of other entities or when it relies on key criteria. 

If the tenderer relies on other entities, it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary to perform the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the tender should include a separate document providing data on this third entity for the relevant selection criterion. Proof of capacity must be furnished at the request of the Contracting Authority.

17. Award criteria

The sole award criterion will be the price. The contract will be awarded to the lowest compliant tender.
