TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin 
Participation in tendering is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers. No restriction on the origin.  

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Supply Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contracts procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the supplies required in the tender dossier.

11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required for this tender.

Performance guarantee 
The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 calendar days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.
15. Clarification / Information meeting 
A clarification meeting will be held on 4 June 2015 at 14:00 Local Time  at  Procurement Office, European Union Monitoring Mission in Georgia, Krtsanisi Residential Area 49 Krtsanisi street, 0114 Tbilisi, Georgia to answer any questions on the tender dossier which have been forwarded in writing or are raised at the meeting. Minutes will be taken during the meeting and they will be published on the EuropeAid website together with any clarifications in response to written requests which are not addressed during the meeting at the latest 11 calendar days before the deadline for submission of tenders. No further clarification will be provided after this date. All the costs of attending this meeting will be borne by the tenderers.
16. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

17. Period of implementation of tasks
The implementation period will start on 15 September 2015 and run for 12 months.
It must however be noted that after the 15 December 2015 the implementation of this Framework Contract is subject to the suspension clause. The contract duration after 15 of December 2015 is subject to the adoption of the financial decision by the Council of the EU on the extension of EUMM mandate and the ensuing conclusion of a contract between the European Commission and the Head of EUMM as well as allocation of the corresponding funds.
SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

18. Selection criteria 
The following selection criteria will be applied to tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole: 
Administrative Criterion


Any tenderer has to submit valid documentary proof of registration with the competent administrative authority of the country of establishment. For any document in a language different than English, a certified translation is to be submitted.  
Economic, technical and professional and capacity criterion:

Economic and financial capacity of tenderer (based on item 3 of the Tender Form for a Supply Contract).
· The average annual turnover of the tenderer over the period of 2012, 2013 and 2014 must be equal or exceed 200,000.00 EUR

Technical capacity criteria of tenderer (based on items 4, 5 and 6 of the Tender Form for a Supply Contract).
· The tenderer has completed successfully
, over the period 2012, 2013 and 2014 at least 1 (one) contract for supply of spare parts with related services; is equal or exceeds: EURO 80,000.00.

Professional capacity criteria: At least three of following professional level Key Experts currently to be employed in the company:

Key expert 1: Workshop manager 

Communication skills: 

· Ability to speak and write routine reports and correspondence in English Language. 

Professional technical education:  

· Minimum car technician, proven training (engine, axles, electrical system, special equipment). 

· Good awareness of different products and services market related with 4 X 4 vehicles. 

Professional experience:

· Preferably 5 years workshop experience on 4x4 vehicles but a minimum of 2 years is required.

Key expert 2: Master mechanic  

Professional technical education:  

· Minimum car technician

· Proved training on at least one of the brands Toyota, Nissan or Ford (engine, axles, electrical system, special equipment, overall-vehicle).

Professional experience: 

· Preferably 3 years professional experience as a Master mechanic but a minimum of one year required. 

Key expert 3: Electrician 

Professional technical education:  

· Minimum car technician

· Proved training on electric repairs 
Professional experience:

· Preferably 3 years professional experience vehicle electrician but a minimum of one year required.

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tender rely in majority on the capacities of other entities or when they rely on key criteria. If the tender rely on other entities it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for performance of the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the data for this third entity for the relevant selection criterion should be included in the tender in a separate document. Proof of the capacity will also have to be furnished when requested by the Contracting Authority.
