8. Eligibility and rules of origin 

Participation is open without limitations to all natural and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium – of tenderers).
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Supply Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide (PRAG)
.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers should submit only one tender. Tenderers should not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the supplies required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required for this call for tenders.
12. Performance guarantee

No performance guarantee is required for this call for tenders.
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

An optional site visit to calculate the installation materials and plan the bid is scheduled to take place on 14 July 2016 at the following times and locations:

· 13:00 hours: EUMM field office in Mtskheta (being the same typical generator set layout as in Gori and Zugdidi), 9 Aghmashenebeli lane, 3300 Mtskheta, Georgia.
All the costs of attending this site visit will be borne by the tenderers. These tenderers must communicate with the Contracting Authority via email addressed to tenders@eumm.eu no later than 12 July 2016 to confirm their participation at this site visit and provide the names of the person(s) who will attend (for practical reasons we are limiting this to 2 persons per tenderer).
Other than this site visit for all prospective tenderers, no visits by individual prospective tenderers can be organised during the tender period.
14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period (see para 8.2 of the Instructions to Tenderers).

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria 

The following selection criteria will be applied to tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole unless specified otherwise. The selection criteria will not be applied to natural persons and single-member companies when they are sub-contractors:

Administrative capacity of tenderer:

· The tenderer is duly registered, licensed or otherwise empowered (by the competent body of the country where its head office is located) to sell the products covered by this call for tenders. A copy of the tenderer’s business registration certificate will be accepted as a satisfactory proof for the purposes of eligibility. For any document in a language different than English, a certified translation is to be submitted. 
2)
Technical and professional capacity of tenderer:

· The tenderer has successfully completed
 over the past 5 years at least one sale
 of electrical equipment and apparatus at a price equal to or greater than 50,000.00 Euro (EUR). The table under point 6 of the Tender Form, if duly filed in, will be accepted as a satisfactory proof for the purposes of eligibility. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for clarifications and/or integrations on the aforesaid table.

Economic and financial capacity of tenderer:

· The average annual turnover over the last 3 accounting years for which the tenderer's accounts have been closed must be equal to or exceed 400,000.00 Euro (EUR)
. The table under point 3 of the Tender Form, if duly filed in, will be accepted as a satisfactory proof for the purposes of eligibility. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for clarifications and/or integrations on the aforesaid table.  
Capacity-providing entities:
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tender rely in majority on the capacities of other entities or when they rely on key criteria. If the tender rely on other entities it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for performance of the contract, for example by producing commitment on the part of those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the data for this third entity for the relevant selection criterion should be included in the tender in a separate document. Proof of the capacity will also have to be furnished if requested by the Contracting Authority. 
With regard to technical and professional criteria, a tenderer may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the tasks for which these capacities are required.

With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies, become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
